Show Rules 
The 40th National Appaloosa Championships will be run under AAA Ltd and HSAA Rules unless otherwise 
stated. 
 
Photography 
All exhibitors are required to cooperate with the Official Photographer. All winners must have their photos taken 
by the Official Photographer in the designated area. The Official Photographer will be under the direction of 
Show Management and any photos taken may be used at the discretion of the Association for promotional 
purposes. This will also include exhibitor’s cooperation for Sponsors Requirements. 
 
Right of Change 
The Show Committee reserves the right to alter the program and/or order of events. 
 
Eligibility for Entry 
All horses must be registered with the Australian Appaloosa Association Ltd, in the appropriate registry, to be 
eligible to be shown.  
All Owners/Competitors/Strappers/Riders and/or Handlers must be current financial members of the AAA Ltd 
to compete at the National Show. 
 
Drug Testing 
The Show Committee reserves the right to carry out Drug testing at its discretion. 
 
Stabling/Camping/Parking 
Competitors will be allowed to enter Dubbo Showground from Saturday 24th March 2012. Entry is not 
permitted prior to this date. 
  
Camping is $18.00 per vehicle, per night. 
 
Stabling is $90.00 per horse, per 5 night minimum, $18.00 every night there after. 
Tack Room $18.00 per night. 
 
HORSES ARE NOT PERMITTED IN THE CAMPING AREAS. Round Yards will be provided however 
horses are only permitted to be in the yards for 10 min and MUST be supervised at all times. 
 
Temporary structures including, but not limited to, make shift yards, electric fences, etc are not 
permitted at Dubbo Showground. 
 
Dogs will be permitted in the CAMPING AREA ONLY. Any dog found in other areas of Dubbo 
Showground will be impounded. Dogs must be secured in the Camping Area at all times.  
 
No Bikes, Skateboards, Scooters, etc are permitted within the Stable or Arena areas. 

 
No member will attend a show or event under the influence of alcohol or drugs and behave so as to 
bring the Association into disrepute or endanger themselves, any competitor, show official or 
member of the public. 
 
No member will consume alcohol or drugs at a show or event so as to bring the Association into 

disrepute or endanger themselves, any competitor, show official or member of the public. 

 
A member will always conduct themselves in a sportsman like manner and obey all 
instructions and directions given by any show official or Judge. 
 
It is mandatory for all Youth the wear Safety Helmets, of Approved Australian Standard, and 
appropriate riding boots to be worn at all times by Youth, with the exception of Western Events.  
 
Smoking is NOT permitted in any Building on the Dubbo Showgrounds. 
 



Appropriate clothing and foot wear must be worn at all times when in the Stable or Arena areas. 
 
Only Strappers, Riders/Handlers will be permitted in the Marshalling Arena during the Show.

Entries 
- Entries and full payment is to be received by Friday 24th February 2012.  
- Extra entries will only be accepted from horses entered by the closing date and must be submitted and 

paid in full at the Show Office no later than 12 noon on Sunday 25th March 2012. Double Fees will apply. 
 
Refunds 
- Stables, Camping, Office and Program fees are NON REFUNDABLE. 
- On or Before Closing Date – Class Entry Fees MAY be refunded upon Death or Injury of a horse, less 25% 

of the Entry Fees. Written Requests MUST be accompanied by a Veterinarian Certificate and must be 
received by 5.00pm on the closing date. NO EXCEPTIONS. 

- After the Closing Date – Refunds MAY be refunded upon Death of a horse ONLY, less 25% of the Entry 
Fees. Written Requests MUST be accompanied by a Veterinarian Certificate and must be received 24hrs 
prior to the start of the Show. NO EXCEPTIONS. 

- Written requests and Veterinarian Certificates will be tabled at the next Board Meeting after the National 
Show. 

 
Protests 
Protests must be lodged within one (1) hour of the completion of the event or class and must be accompanied 
by $50.00, which is refundable if the Protest is upheld. Only Competitors or Exhibitors in the disputed class or 
any Show Official may lodge a Protest.  
All Protests will be adjudicated by the Disputes Committee, which will be made up of one (1) Committee 
Member, the Show Manager and one (1) Competitor. 
 
Prizemoney 
All Futurity and Feature Prizemoney will be paid by Cheque. 
All Class Prizemoney will be paid at the presentation of Ribbons for each class. 
 
Two and Three Year Old Horses 
A 2 Year Old horse may only enter a maximum of Five (5) Ridden Events per day. 
A 2 Year Old horse who is competing in the 2yo Led Versatility Events cannot enter the 2yo Ridden Events 
and Vice Versa. 
A 2 or 3 Year Old horse entering a Junior Horse event cannot enter a 2 or 3 Year Old event. E.g. A 3 Year Old 
entering the Junior Horse Trail cannot enter the 3 Year Old Trail and Vice Versa. 
 
Substitution of Horse(s) 
Should an entered horse be vetted out it shall remain ineligible for further competition for the duration of the 
Show. 
YOUTH  
If a horse is vetted out, and it had been entered for competition in a Youth event, then that Youth can use a 
replacement horse as long as the replacement horse has been previously entered in the Show. 
AMATEUR 
If an Amateurs horse is vetted out, they will be permitted to use a replacement horse so long as the 
replacement horse has been previously entered in the Show.  
The Replacement horse must be Owned/Leased by the Amateur or their Immediate Family as per AAA Ltd 
Rules.  
Note: A Junior Horse cannot replace a Senior Horse and Vice Versa. 



 
All substitutions must be made to the Show Office no later than 1 hour prior to the Commencement of 
the respective class. 
 
Any Competitor/Horse NOT wearing approved Attire/Tack will be refused entry to the Class. 
 
Suitability For Dressage 

- A Competitor may show more than one horse in a class. In this case, all horses must have handlers and 
handlers must have appropriate attire. 

Personal Attire 
- Jodhpurs - White, Off-White, Light Canary, Fawn or Beige. 
- Riding/Hacking Jacket – Conservative Colour 
- Tie, Stock or Ratcatcher. 
- Boots – Long Boots, Jodhpur Boots or Running Shoes are acceptable. 
- Headwear - Hunting Cap or Approved Safety Helmet (AS/NS 3838) 
Tack Appointments 
- A Bridle is mandatory on horses 2yrs & over. A Halter is mandatory on Yearlings. 
- ‘Y’ Leads and Reins are acceptable. 
- Use of a Dressage whip is optional (Max Length including tassel - 1.2m). 
- Chains under jaw only. 
- Snaffle Bits Only – Loose Ring, Egg-Butt, D-Ring, and Full Cheek Snaffle Bits.  
Tack Appointments - Prohibited 

- Kimblewicks (Spanish Snaffle Bits) 

- Pelhams 

- Full Bridles (Bit & Bradoon) 

- Decorative Bridles and Halters (Silver) 

- Chains over the nose or through the mouth. 
 
Dressage 

- A horse can only compete in two consecutive levels e.g. Prelim/Novice or Novice/Elementary.  
- One rider per horse only is permitted, exception to this rule is the Amateur & Youth Dressage tests, 

however a horse cannot compete in the same Amateur or Youth Dressage test with different riders. 
Personal Attire - Mandatory 
- Jodhpurs - White, Off-White, Light Canary, Fawn or Beige. 
- Hacking Jacket – Conservative Colour 
- Boots – Either long or short are acceptable. 
- Headwear - Approved Safety Helmet (AS/NS 3838) 
- Gloves, tie, stock or ratcatcher (colour optional) 
Personal Attire - Optional 
- Spurs – Dummy or Rowels (rowels must be blunt/smooth and free to rotate) Max Length 2”. 
- Whip – Max Length 1.2m (including tassel). 
Tack Appointments 
- Snaffle Bits Only – Loose Ring, Egg-Butt, D-Ring, and Full Cheek Snaffle Bits.  
- Straight or forward Cut Show Saddle. 
Tack Appointments - Prohibited 

- Kimblewicks (Spanish Snaffle Bits) 

- Pelhams 

- Full Bridles (Bit & Bradoon) 
 



Led Hack  
- All Entrants will be lined up in the ring and a will be judged on a workout. 
- A Competitor may show more than one horse in a class. In this case, all horses must have handlers and 

handlers must have appropriate attire. 
Personal Attire – recommended 
- Long sleeve, collared shirt, colour should be chosen to compliment the horse, but should be conservative.  
- Trousers should be loose enough to run in, jeans are forbidden.  
- Long or short boots or Running Shoes. 
- Traditional English attire is also acceptable.  
Tack Appointments 
- A Bridle is mandatory on horses’ 2yrs & over and a Halter is mandatory for Yearlings.  
- ‘Y’ Lead or Reins are acceptable. 
- Chains under jaw only. 
- Snaffle Bits – Loose Ring, Egg-Butt, D-Ring, and Full Cheek Snaffle Bits.  
- Pelhams 
- Full Bridles (Bit & Bradoon) 
Tack Appointments - Prohibited 

- Kimblewicks (Spanish Snaffle Bits)

Personal Attire - Optional 
- Spurs – Dummy or Rowels (rowels must be blunt/smooth and free to rotate) Max Length 2”. 
- Cane, Crop, Vest or Gloves. 
Tack Appointments 
- Snaffle Bits (Loose Ring, Egg-Butt, D-Ring, Full Cheek Snaffle Bits), Pelhams and Full Bridles (Bit & 

Bradoon).  
- Curb chains with or without covers.  
- Lip strap optional. 
- Straight or forward Cut Show Saddle. 
 
Hunter in Hand 
Personal Appointments 
- Long or short sleeved collared shirt, preferably white. 
- Trousers should be loose enough to run in. Jeans are forbidden. 
- Running Shoes or Paddock Boots are acceptable. 
Tack Appointments 
- Dressage whips are allowed. 
- A Bridle is mandatory on horses’ 2yrs & over and a Halter is mandatory for Yearlings.  
- ‘Y’ Lead or Reins are acceptable. 
- Snaffle Bits Only – Loose Ring, Egg-Butt, D-Ring, and Full Cheek Snaffle Bits. 
- Chains under jaw only. 
Tack Appointments - Prohibited 

- Chains over the nose or through the mouth. 

- Decorative Bridles and Halters (Silver). 

- Kimblewicks (Spanish Snaffle Bits). 

- Pelhams 

- Full Bridles (Bit & Bradoon) 
 



Youth Lead Line 2-10yrs  

- Any Rider entering event 62 cannot enter any other RIDDEN event at the Show, with the Exception of 
Showmanship. 

 
Walk/Jog-Trot Events 

- Youth entering Events 59, 89, 136 & 144 cannot enter any other Event at the Show. 
 
Amateur & Youth Western Pleasure Jackpots 
- Entry fee $40.00. 
- 20% of the total Entry fees will be retained. 
- Prize: 1st Buckle, Garland and 50%, 2nd Ribbon and 30%, 3rd Ribbon and 20%, 4th to 6th Ribbon. 
 
Champagne Western Pleasure & Hunter Under Saddle Classic Calcuttas 
- 30% of all money raised from these Calcuttas will go to the AAA Ltd.  
- Money will be: 50% to 1st, 30% to 2nd and 20% to 3rd.  
 
Most Colourful at Halter  

- Judged 60% on Colour and 40% on Confirmation, Action, Substance, Quality and Manners. 
- Only Adult colour registered horse are eligible to enter this class. Not B, BR or BT. 
 
HIGH POINT AWARDS 
 
All High Point Awards will be calculated on a 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 system and Tie Breakers will be as per AAA Ltd 
Rule Book. 
 
YOUTH  
- Any Youth who is competing on more than one (1) horse in Youth Events, may nominate a maximum of 

two (2) horses whose points will be counted towards their High Point Award of the Show.  
- Nominations must be made prior to the commencement of the Show with the Show Secretary.  
- Only the Highest Placing from Youth Events will count towards High Point Awards. 
- It is mandatory for all Youth the wear Safety Helmets, of Approved Australian Standard, and appropriate 

riding boots to be worn at all times by Youth, with the exception of Western Events.  
- Youth are not permitted to handle/ride/exhibit colts/stallions at any AAA Ltd Approved Show. This rule will 

be strictly enforced. 
 
AMATEUR  
- Any Amateur who is competing on more than one (1) horse in Amateur Junior or Amateur Senior Horse 

Events, may nominate a maximum of two (2) horses per age group whose points will be counted 
towards their Amateur Junior Horse or Amateur Senior Horse High Point Award of the Show. 

- Nominations must be made prior to the commencement of the Show with the Show Secretary. 
- Only the Highest Placing from Amateur Events will count towards High Point Awards. 
 
YEARLING VERSATILITY 
Only those competitors competing for the Yearling Versatility are eligible to enter the versatility events. 
- Competitors must enter a minimum of 4 of the 6 classes to be eligible for this Award.  
- Yearling Versatility Classes are 3, 13, 42, 87, 118 & 130. 
- All Versatility entrants will be scored pursuant to AAA High Point Rules. 
 
2YO LED VERSATILITY 
Only those competitors competing for the 2yo Led Versatility are eligible to enter the versatility events. Ridden 
2 year olds are not permitted to enter any 2yo Led Events and Vice Versa. 
- Competitors must enter a minimum of 4 of the 6 classes to be eligible for this Award.  
- 2yo Led Versatility Classes are 4, 14, 43, 88, 119 & 131. 
- All Versatility entrants will be scored pursuant to AAA High Point Rules. 
 
 



LIMITED AMATEUR 
- Competitors must be eligible for Limited Amateur as per the Rules listed in the AAA Ltd Rule Book. 
- Competitors may enter other events on the program but only Limited Amateur Classes will be counted 

towards the Limited Amateur High Point Award. 
 
AMATEUR MASTERS 
- Competitors must hold the appropriate Amateur Card, which states they are eligible for “Masters” classes, 

to be eligible for these events.  
- Competitors may enter other events on the program but only Amateur Masters Classes will be counted 

toward the Amateur Masters High Point Award. 
 
OVERALL PERFORMANCE HORSE 
- Will be calculated on all Open Performance events with the exception of All Youth Events, All Amateur 

Events, All Classic Events and All Futurity Events. 
 
HIGH POINT NATIONAL HALTER SIRE 
- Appaloosa Sires Only. 
- Will be calculated on all Open Halter events with the Exception of Events 18, 22, 25, 29, 32, 36, 37, 38, 39, 

all Amateur events, all Youth events and all Futurity Events. 
 
HIGH POINT NATIONAL PERFORMANCE SIRE  
- Appaloosa Sires Only. 
- Will be calculated on all Open Performance Events with the Exception of Events 44, 51, all Amateur 

events, all Youth events & all Futurity Events.

- Will be calculated on all Futurity Halter Events only.
